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Sue Paden was born on April 24, 1947 at 
the San Diego Naval Hospital near the 
conclusion of her father’s military service.  
When she was only six months old, her 
family returned to Alameda which became 
her home for most of the rest of her life.     
 

   Her education was remarkable for her 
time.   She excelled in Science at Alameda 
High School and went on to receive her 
Bachelor of Science from the University of 
the Pacific in 1968.  In 1973 she received 
her Doctor of Pharmacology from the same 
institution.   
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   Sue entered the FBI academy in 1973 at 
Quantico, Virginia and became lead 
criminalist at the Stockton Satellite Lab of 
the California Department of Justice.  She 
was the first female criminalist in California.  
 
   In 1985, Sue returned to Alameda and 
completed her secondary teaching 
credential at Mills College.  She taught 
physics, chemistry and biology at Alameda 
High School from 1985 to 1994, eventually 
becoming Department Chair. 
   In 1994 Sue moved on to administration 
with the Livermore Joint Unified School 
District where she served as Vice Principal 
at Livermore High, Granada High, and East 
Avenue Middle School.  
 
From the above summary, it is evident that 
Sue led a rich and varied life. Of particular 
interest to us was her love of animals.  She 
was an accomplished horsewoman and 
earned many riding titles during the equine 
phase of her life. Then, in the 1970’s, she 
began raising and showing whippets and 
later, standard poodles.  She showed 
several of her standard poodles to their 
Championship, including Champion Blue 
Skies Elektra Look at Me in 2006.  Sue also 
participated in AKC Obedience trials. 
 
She was one of the founding members of  
NorCal  Poodle Rescue in 1988.  She 
became Chairman of the group in 1992 and 
turned her considerable administrative skills 
to saving the lives of poodles.  In 1998 she 
turned the responsibility of chairman to 
another member.   
 
Sue is hugely missed. Her bright, shining 
light continues in our memories and we all 
were so blessed to be a part of her life.
