Kynter, an eight-year-old black standard female, was one of four poodles that
we re-homed for a woman in financial distress. Kynter had three large tumors
that had been biopsied as benign but still looked threatening. We decided
they had to be removed before she was adopted. Because older poodles are at
significant risk for gastric torsion (see “Bloat Dangers in Standard Poodles” by
Mary Klays), especially when stressed, we decided to also have her stomach

| tacked” so she couldn’t bloat. Kynter recovered from her “four-in-one

surgery” very well.

For months, Ann had been calling and e-mailing us to express her desire for
an older female standard, and we just couldn’t accommodate her until Kynter

" arrived. After several discussions, Ann and her husband, Gene, decided to

have a trial adoption with Kynter. At first, it seemed like it would be difficult
to fit a new dog into their busy lives, but Kynter has been very adaptable. Now,

Ann and Gene can’t imagine life without Kynter.

Teddy

In April, Yolo County Animal Services called us about a nine-year-old

miniature poodle who was surrendered after his owner died. They deemed
him “unadoptable” due to dental problems. Teddy indeed had horrible
teeth and smelly breathe, but he quickly endeared himself to everyone who
met him. Within a few days, he went to the vet to have his teeth cleaned.
First, Teddy needed blood tests to confirm that he was healthy enough for
surgery, and the test verified that he could have surgery. After the proce-
dure, the vet told us that when they removed the tartar from Teddy’s teeth,
many just fell out, and they had to remove 18 teeth. Two days later, Teddy
returned to the vet for follow-up oral surgery.

Throughout this ordeal, Teddy was a wonderful patient and a sweet boy.
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Carol, who was mourning the passing of her beloved poodle, called us in
hopes of finding a new poodle companion. Teddy and Carol seemed like

the perfect match. When Carol came to meet Teddy, he was so happy to greet her and was equally thrilled to
jump in the car and go home with her. Carol and Teddy have been fast friends. Carol even took Teddy to the
doggie dentist to make sure his mouth is healthy and his remaining teeth will sparkle.
